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W hen Dimitri* moved to Chechnya, as part of a recent wave of 
Russians invited to work in the strict Muslim republic using 

their professions, he knew that believing in Jesus would set him apart 
from the majority of the populati on there. “One of the values of this 
ethnic group is the preservati on of religion and traditi ons and passing 
them on to the next generati on,” he said. “Islam is an integral part of 
the life of every person here.”

Hundreds of mosques and multi ple madrasas, 
Islamic educati on centres, punctuate the religion’s 
stronghold in the North Caucasus region and 
perpetuate its ideology. Nonetheless, Dimitri 
boldly shares God’s love with people living there. “I have many friends 
who know that I am a Jesus follower,” he explained. “We oft en visit each 
other and help solve diff erent life problems. During our conversati ons we 
constantly touch upon the issue of religion.”

Although Dimitri’s closest friend in Chechnya seems to be sati sfi ed with 
Islam, “we conti nue to communicate and get to know each other bett er. 
I hope that God will work in his life through our friendship and my testi -
mony,” he said. “But what is most important is that I can share the gospel 
again and again at every possible occasion.” •

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A lthough Abkhazia is generally considered a Christi an republic, there 
are very few evangelical churches there. The orthodox church has a 

long traditi on in this area, but under a thin layer of cultural Christi anity, 
pagan practi ces and cults are sti ll very much alive, with mysti cal rites 
passed on through the generati ons.

Sti ll, Sofi a*, a Russian Jesus follower who lives and works in Abkhazia, 
has experienced a welcome recepti on in the region. “The most impor-
tant cultural traditi on in Abkhazia could be described by two words: 
guest and neighbour,” she said. A hospitable people, Abkhaz genuinely 
enjoy visits from others. Sofi a has used this open-door policy to share 
cooking, one of her favourite hobbies, with Abkhaz women: those 
who know God already, are learning more about Him or have yet to 
discover who He is.

“I really like cooking and going to someone’s home to cook food 
together,” Sofi a said. Whilst preparing diff erent dishes, Sofi a and the 
women chat and exchange cultural informati on. “We cook some tradi-
ti onal Abkhazian meals, or I teach them how to cook Russian food,” she 
shared. “All the locals are very glad that we are interested in their life, 
their culture and that we like their food. It allows me to build very close 
relati onships with them and be a witness of God’s love.” •

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N estled into Ingusheti a’s dramati c mountainous landscape, a few 
ruins of medieval Christi an churches sit, slowly crumbling. Today, 

the majority of the republic’s populati on are practi cing Sunni Muslims; 
there are no known communiti es of Ingush Jesus followers. “We are 
called to go to places where the gospel was not proclaimed yet to 
bring God’s light there,” said Mikhael*, a Russian Jesus follower who 
focusses on sharing God’s love in the North Caucasus region.

Hospitality is well established in the smallest Russian republic area-wise. 
“The culture of hospitality makes it very easy to meet people,” Mikhael 
explained. One day, at the end of Ramadan, 
Mikhael experienced this value on full display.

“This is really how it looks: all the houses are 
open and tables for guests are laid out,” he 
described. Mikhael and the people he was trav-
elling with entered one house and were immedi-
ately seated at the table with the family. “It was the most amazing ti me 
that I spent with strangers; we talked as if we had known each other 
for a long ti me,” he recalled. “We asked them about their traditi ons, 
and then they asked us about our faith. We were happy to share the 
gospel.” Near the end of the visit, the family asked the visitors to pray 
for them, which they did gladly. •

I n a place where 99 per cent of the populati on is Muslim, Islam and the 
culture are intertwined in Niger. But just as the wind ripples across its 

hot, dusty plains, “we are seeing the wind of the Holy Spirit moving in 
this country,” said Ibrahim*, a Nigerien Jesus follower. 

Sharing meals is an important traditi on. “When you say bismillah, you 
mean: ‘Come and eat,’” Ibrahim explained. In one area, where several 
Jesus followers live together, local children oft en stopped by during 
lunch ti me. Naturally, they were invited to come and eat. Aft er they ate, 
the children were invited to listen to some biblical stories. Those stories 
got their att enti on, so they returned the next day—for more food and 
more stories. Eventually, their parents joined them. “Now, many of these 
parents are coming regularly for Discovery Bible Studies,” Ibrahim shared. 
Despite the possibility of persecuti on if neighbours accuse them of being 
Christi ans, “they want to discover more about Jesus,” he said.

Ibrahim delights in this process of discovery. “As a former Islamic leader, 
my heart is towards Muslims,” he said. “Since I discovered the disciple-
ship principles, my whole life has been dedicated to making disciples 
who will make other disciples where they are, in their culture, in their 
language, so the gospel will penetrate in all the communiti es.” •

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W hen asked why he shares the gospel with his neighbours even 
if it means possible persecuti on, Abdullah* answered: “It is a 

clear command: ‘Go and make disciples.’ It’s not for only me, it’s for 
every Christi an.”

Abdullah is a Jesus follower from Chad, a land-locked country in the 
heart of Africa. With the Sahara in the north and the savannah in the 
south, Chad is a transiti on zone where the landscape moves from sand 
dunes to grasslands. And as the scenery changes, so does the main reli-
gion. People from southern areas are generally Christi ans, while people 
from northern areas are usually Muslims. Of the 141 people groups 
there, over 55 per cent of them have never had access to the gospel.

Relati onships are very important in the culture, so people gather around 
one central plate to share food—men in one room and women in an-
other. Meals provide a relaxed ti me for conversati on. Over tea Abdullah 
invites others to share what they believe and asks criti cal thinking ques-
ti ons. Born a Muslim, Abdullah knows the Qur’an and the doubts and 
struggles people may have. When he talks about his decision to follow 
Jesus, one thing that oft en surprises people is how believers in Christ 
obey Him out of love instead of fear. •

An important part of the nati onal culture, Sudan’s traditi onal dances 
unite its diverse tribes more than almost anything else. Each tribe has 

individual dances; however, when tribal groups mix for feasts or celebra-
ti ons “even if people are from diff erent tribes, they would always take 
part in the traditi onal dances. That’s also true for people from Muslim or 
Christi an backgrounds coming together,” Abdul Baati n* explained.

As a Sudanese Jesus follower, Abdul Baati n is part of a small minority in 
the overwhelmingly Islamic nati on. “The vast majority of people in the 
country never have a chance to hear the message of Jesus Christ,” he said. 
“We are only very few believers in our country, but there are many oppor-
tuniti es to share about God’s love.”

In fact, Abdul Baati n’s name oft en sparks spiritual conversati ons. “My 
name sounds very Islamic to everyone,” he said. “People ask why I have 
an Islamic name but am a follower of Jesus, and I have an open door to 
explain who I am and what I believe in.” 

Alongside other believers, Abdul Baati n is working to see a community 
of Jesus followers established in each of Sudan’s 18 governates, training 
more Christi ans and equipping them to share the gospel with their Muslim 
neighbours. “We want to give people an opportunity to hear,” he said. •

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O ur passion daily is to love the one in front of us,” explained Nate* 
(USA), who lives with his wife, Danielle*, in the desert nati on 

of Kuwait. “That means when I am at work or when we are at a mall 
shopping or even at the gym working out, we model ministry wherever 
we happen to be.”

Nate and Danielle lead an internati onal group of Jesus followers, most 
of whom work hard in their jobs and contribute to the country’s boom-
ing economy. Oil wealth has transformed this small nati on into one with 
modern skyscrapers and world class malls, att racti ng people from all 
over the world. “Kuwait is quite tolerant and a place where there is quite 
a bit of freedom for expatriate Christi ans to 
live out their faith,” Nate said.

They also meet local friends for intenti onal 
conversati ons. “Over coff ee, we will share 
testi monies of what God has done as we pray 
in Jesus’ name,” Nate shared. One Kuwaiti  
woman, while listening to Danielle and another 
believer share about God’s power, began to manifest demonically inside 
a coff ee shop. When the woman realised demons were tormenti ng her—
not the ‘good spirit guides’ she had invited into her life—“my wife and her 
friend took her to our house, delivered her from the demons and led her 
to Jesus,” Nate recounted. •

Qatar is a land of unbelievable wealth, stunning architecture and un-
bounded ambiti ons. It is also an extremely hot, dry and dusty land, both 

physically and spiritually,” described Jonathan*, a Jesus follower living there.

There is only a handful of known Jesus followers amongst Qatari Arabs, 
whose culture and identi ty are integrated with Islam. However, immigrants 
and foreign professionals comprise over 88 per cent of the country’s 
populati on and can practi se their religions with relati vely few restricti ons. 
Through their jobs, Jonathan and others “have natural, legiti mate oppor-
tuniti es to build authenti c relati onships with people without any other 
access to the gospel,” he explained. “At the same ti me, we work to be a 
blessing to the city where we live.”

The majlis (formal sitti  ng room) is the most important room in an Arab 
home, oft en used for men to gather and discuss news, sports, politi cs, 
weather, tribal or family matt ers and other topics. During these gather-
ings, the host demonstrates generosity and honours his guests. At the 
end of Ramadan, the Muslim holy month of fasti ng, Jonathan was invited 
to a Qatari majlis. In a rare moment of transparency, the host shared his 
worries about unexpectedly losing his long-ti me job. Jonathan off ered to 
pray for him and told him the Old Testament story of Joseph—despite all 
the diffi  culti es he faced, God was sti ll faithful to him. •

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Gulf Arabs in the United Arab Emirates (UAE), called Emirati s, 
follow Islam, the country’s offi  cial religion. But with almost 88 

per cent of the populati on consisti ng of immigrants, who are free to 
practi se their own religion, believers in Christ have a huge opportunity 
to share God’s love.

Fahim*, a Jesus follower from North Africa who lives in the UAE, trains 
other nati ve Arabic speakers who are working in the Arabian Peninsula 
to engage Muslims in conversati on and answer common questi ons about 
Christi anity. “Cultural, religious and social tolerance is one of the most 
important traditi ons,” Fahim explained. In fact, the UAE conti nues to 
strengthen its emphasis on coexistence between religions through major 
projects and initi ati ves, research and legislati on.

Meanwhile, God is using dreams and visions to call Emirati s to himself. 
Recently, Abdullah*, one of Fahim’s friends who does not believe that 
the Bible is the Word of God, told Fahim about a dream he had. In the 
dream, Abdullah’s house was burning while a pierced hand extended 
to him from the sky. Having watched the Jesus Film, Abdullah knew 
it was the Messiah reaching out to him. “I believe that it is a ti me of 
salvati on and that there is a hunger and thirst for the knowledge of 
truth,” Fahim said. •

One day whilst Azra was knocking on doors with other believers to 
share God’s love, a young woman invited them into her home: an 
expected gesture in their country where hospitality is highly valued and 
strangers are treated with honour. The ladies presented the woman 
with books about Jesus. “I am a Hafi za,” the woman shared, a ti tle given 
to someone who has memorized the Qur’an. 
She expressed interest, though, in the Injil (New 
Testament) and purchased it from the ladies. Over 
tea, the woman asked many questi ons, expressing 
myths she had heard about Christi ans. 

She and Azra exchanged phone numbers and remained in contact for 
the next year or two. “From her texts, I could see she was reading the 
Injil regularly,” said Azra. “I feel through the texts and calls that she had 
understood the gospel well,” remembered Azra. “My prayer is that she 
could come to faith and lead her family to Him, too.” •

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In 1987, aboard OM’s ship MV Doulos, Abdul* from India committ ed

He had been surprised to learn that, of the 350-person crew, he 
was the only one who spoke Urdu, and thus able share about God’s love 
with a group of Muslim young people visiti ng the ship that day.

One day, Abdul and his wife were on a train 
when a Muslim religious leader sat down beside him. The man explained 
that he was on his way to Saudi Arabia. In 55 years, he had never missed 
a prayer ti me, fast or religious ritual, and he had been on the Islamic 
pilgrimage to Mecca 20 ti mes. 

“I asked him if the train had an accident, and 
we all died, was he sure he would go to heav-
en?” said Abdul. He said, “Insha-Allah [God 
willing].” Abdul asked if he had booked his 
ti ckets in advance. The man said yes. “When 
you are worried about a journey of about 10 hours, how could you leave 
your eternity uncertain?” Abdul inquired. The man was shocked. Abdul 
then shared about assurance of eternal life through Jesus, gave the man 
a New Testament and prayed for him. •

Though the prominent religion in 
Bangladesh is Islam, established Hindu and Buddhist minoriti es have also 
shaped the country’s culture and history. Christi ans, who make up only 
.3 per cent of the populati on, can be light to those around them through 
everything they say and do. “I love Jesus more than my life, and He gave 
me the responsibility to share His words,” Pranjal said.

Recently, Pranjal met a young man named Benoy*, who was running 
a small grocery shop with his father. To build their relati onship, Pranjal 
began buying food from Benoy. One day, Pranjal returned some money 
aft er receiving too much change for a purchase. Because of that acti on 
Benoy “discovered something diff erent about me,” Pranjal explained. 
“I shared God’s words: “God said we should be honest and faithful in 
every single matt er. I am a follower of Jesus, who is my Saviour and Lord.”

Pranjal gave Benoy his phone number in case he wanted to learn more. 
Later, the two men met again; Pranjal shared the full gospel with Benoy 
and prayed for him. “Aft er the prayer, he boldly confessed Jesus as his 
personal Saviour,” Pranjal rejoiced. “Please pray for him that he would 
always walk in God’s path.” •

People are taught from a young age to honour those who are 
older. Hom*, a Thai woman whose family are the only Jesus followers in 
her village, seeks to educate the children in her village and share God’s 
love with them. “The kids have never heard of the name of Jesus. All the 
kids grow up with absent parents,” she explained.

People living in poverty struggle to access the 
resources available to those with a higher social 
status. When Hom saw how the children in 
her village were easily infl uenced by gangs and 
people with drug addicti ons, she wanted to intervene. “Here I could 
provide a place for them to learn something right,” she said. Through 
spending ti me with the children, teaching them table manners and how 
to support each other, “I get to build deeper relati onships with them and 
teach them about Jesus,” Hom said. •

T he only land-locked country in Southeast Asia, Laos depends 
heavily on the Mekong river and the farmers culti vati ng the rice 

paddies along its banks. Eight years of educati on is compulsory, but 
people in rural villages oft en lack access to even basic learning. With 
Christi ans composing only 1.5 per cent of the populati on, people in 
Laos have even less opportunity to hear about Jesus.

Tik*, a Laoti an Jesus follower, helps teenagers learn biblical values as 
they are studying and working. “I do all these things because I want to 
see them grow up in spiritual life and to follow Jesus,” she said. “I want 
them to know how to help other people and share the gospel.”

Preserving family community is an important cultural value, so meals—
oft en including sti cky rice—are eaten together. Sti ll, some people are 
left  out of the social net. 

Tik’s friend Noma* has leprosy, a contagious skin disease. Although it’s 
treatable, ongoing sti gma surrounding the disease oft en causes people 
to avoid those infected for fear of contaminati on. Besides sharing with 
Noma about Jesus, Tik has invited her for dinner many ti mes. “I tried 
to show her that I love her and don’t distain her even though she has 
leprosy,” Tik said. “She was surprised to have a friend like me.” •

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V ietnamese-born Tam* spent his formati ve years working in 
corporate and internati onal business environments in Europe. 

“Although I wanted to step into the missional fi eld, it was important 
for me to conti nue to keep using my skills and what I had learned,” he 
said. When Tam connected with another Jesus follower living in Viet-
nam whose vision was to enable more believers to live out God’s love 
through their professions, “I knew God was calling me into this specifi c 
fi eld in Vietnam where I could use my talents and faith to serve Him.”

A popular place for expatriate entrepreneurs, Vietnam is “a very dy-
namic and vibrant culture, with hardworking people who are extremely 
committ ed to their families and each other, with clear cultural norms 
and a hierarchy,” according to Tam. The language itself incorporates that 
hierarchy and respect for elders, a strong societal value.

With less than 10 per cent of the populati on considered Christi ans—and 
persecuti on common amongst those who do place their faith in Christ—
millions of people in Vietnam have never heard about Jesus. Tam’s church 
organises weekly fellowship meals for regular att endees and visitors. Eat-
ing food together pushes past superfi cial contacts and allows those who 
don’t know the Lord to learn more about Him. As a result, many people 
have believed in Jesus and gott en bapti sed. •
