Ted recently shared with OM that “It takes time to develop the joy of giving. | know the Lord loves hilarious givers, but this
isn't always there naturally. In my case, the recognition of what God requires of us and how much we owe Him was a part
of the journey.”

Talking about his early experiences of giving, Ted shares, “When | became a Christian 57 years ago, | attended a church and
learned that everyone has a part to play in ministry. At the time, there were 5,000 names in the missionary book they
published, and | was aware that they were very vulnerable, relying solely on the generosity of free will offerings to meet
their needs. So as a very young Christian, with very little money, | started to write to some of them and send money. What |
sent was fairly large, relative to my income at that time and that’s how | got started.

When | was a little older, | had a business and a friend invited me to lunch with him and an evangelist named Terry Winter, who
had a Television program. Terry seemed to be a very sincere man doing a good job. Then my friend challenged me to give a gift to
Terry’s ministry! | took the plunge and wrote him a cheque. That was far more than | had ever written to anybody as a gift.

One of the reasons that | support OM is that multitudes of people all over the world, and particularly the poorest people, come to
the ship and get an impression of the Gospel and of Christian generosity. Ted reflects that most of us disdain the sordid subject of
money! But because we love the Lord, because we love the Gospel, because we want to encourage those who are serving, Maureen
and | have taken the significant step of leaving a gift to OM in our Will.”

Saving children from sacrifice in Africa

Christopher and his family live on a farm by Lake Tanganyika in Africa.
Because the people of the local villages of Lake Tanganyika depend on fishing
for sustenance and income, they have developed dark beliefs and practices
to “bless” their enterprises. The men in the region’s villages believe you need
charms from the witch doctor to catch more fish — but to get the charms,
they must sacrifice one of their children. It is commonplace for men to bring
one of their children to the witch doctor so he can ritually kill the child and
provide the fisherman with his charms. They believe the spirit of the child
stays with the father’s fishing boat, chasing more fish into their nets.

Charles was a man who had practised this kind of traditional medicine, but
when he heard the gospel, he gathered his charms and released them to the
local missionary. They prayed, and together they burned the charms in public.

Charles was transformed, but he faced anger and violence from the men in
his village. Charles told them, “I have let Jesus Christ be my personal Saviour
and Lord...so | had to do this.” Since then, the

Holy Spirit worked in the village and slowly, more and more people are
renouncing their ways of darkness. Men like Charles are giving testimony
to everyone they encounter, and the village is changing because of the
gospel. Can we invite you to remember OM in your Will, as together we

continue to spread the gospel across Africa, now and into the future.

How to include a gift in your Will

We encourage you to discuss your intentions with those close
to you, and to seek professional legal advice. Your legal advisor can
help you consider the most appropriate type of gift to include
in your Will, regardless of the size.We understand that making
or updating your Will is an important decision that requires
careful consideration. Depending on your circumstances there
are different ways in which to remember OM NZ in your Will.

A gift in your Will may be:

Residual
The remainder of your estate after taking care of loved ones,
or
Percentage
A percentage of the value of your estate
